The following options are available:

-m off

Sets SMT mode to disabled.
-m on

Sets SMT mode to enabled.
-w boot

Makes the SMT mode change effective on next and subsequent restarts
you run the bosboot command before the next system restart.
-w now

Makes the SMT mode change immediately but the change does not persist
across restart.
